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Screensaver Options for Panasonic ProPlasmas
*WHITE BAR SCROLL : A white bar will scroll from left to right.

*NEGATIVE : A negative image will be displayed on the screen.

*WOBBLING: Automatically shifts the display image (therefore unnoticeable to the eye) to prevent image retention of sharper contour of image.

*PEAK LIMIT: Suppresses image contrast (peak brightness).
First step for setup (Present Time Setup):

1. Hit Setup

2. Go to Page 2 by scrolling down with the down arrow on the circle pad.

3. Scroll to ‘Present Time Setup’ and hit square button (OK button) on circle pad

4. Choose Day and Present Time (Time is in 24 hours – i.e 1pm=13:00)

5. Scroll up and hit OK on ‘Set’
6. Hit Setup to Exit

To Get to Screensaver Menu:

1. Hit ‘Setup’

2. Go to Page 2

3. You will see ‘Screensaver’, hit OK (square button on circle pad)

Tool 1: Wobbling (Good tool that is always on but not noticeable unless looking for it)

1. Go to Screensaver
2. Scroll to ‘Wobbling’, hit right arrow to choose ‘ON1’ or ‘ON2’.

ON1: Shifts the image every 30 seconds.

ON2: Shifts the image at a dot level pitch depending on screen-detection.
ON1 is what is usually used.

Tool 2: White Bar Scroll (This is a wide white bar that scrolls across the screen)

1. Go to Screensaver

2. Scroll to Function, hit right arrow on circle pad until ‘White Bar Scroll’.

3. For ‘Modes’, there are 3 choices

a. ON: This is a manual On setting.  You can then scroll up and hit OK on Start to have it start immediate for an indefinite amount of time.

b. Time of Day: You can start and end this at certain time of day (i.e. if store closes at 10pm, you can do it from 12 am to 1am, which is 00:00 to 1:00)

c. Interval: You would then choose how long the show will be, and then how long you would like the screensaver to run (Saver Duration).

Keep in Mind, if you have it set up for the display to turn off, or do so manually, the timer must be set to turn the display on 1 minute before, and turn off 1 minute after.  

To set up Timer to automatically turn on/off display:

1. Hit Setup

2. Go to Page 2 by scrolling down with the down arrow on the circle pad.

3. Scroll to ‘Set Up Timer’ and hit square button (OK button) on circle pad

4. Set Power On Function to ‘ON’

5. Choose Time to turn on (Time is in 24 hours – i.e 1pm=13:00)

a. Choose 1+ minute(s) before White Bar Scroll Timer is set to begin..

6. Set Power Off Function to ‘ON’

7. Choose Time to turn off (Time is in 24 hours – i.e 1pm=13:00)

a. Choose 1+ minute(s) after White Bar Scroll Timer is set to end.

8. Hit Setup to exit.
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
